Grade 1 B  -  We are sad to say goodbye to Miss Pryor 

as today is her last day with us.  She has taught us a fun 

new game in PE, showed us how to plan & write a 

narrative, taken us on a hunt for Cockey (classroom 

mascot) and helped us with our reading.  We will miss 

her lots, but wish her well with her future teaching. 

Grade 2 C  -  This week we have continued to look at 

animals and their habitats.  During rotations we made 

a whole zoo and had a habitat for all the animals we 

saw at the Zoo.
