Scooters, Skateboards and roller blades are called 

Wheeled Recreational Devices in the road rules.  Wheeled 

Recreational Devices can travel on footpaths and on roads 

where the speed limit is 50km per hour or less. 

The Road Rules: 

¶ Wheeled Recreational Devices canôt be towed, or 

slipstream and must not be used on the road at 

night (except crossing at the shortest route, for 

example at an intersection) 

¶ Scooter riders are required to wear an approved 

bicycle helmet
