As a parent it is your responsibility to make sure that your 

child:

¶ provide the school with an explanation if your child is 

away 

¶ contact the school if your child does not want to go to 

school 

¶ arrange doctor and dentist appointments out of school 

hours 

¶ arrange personal shopping trips with your son/daughter 

or birthday celebrations out of school hours 

¶ do not allow your child to stay at home for minor 

reasons. 

 

Is regular attendance at school important? 

Yes ï from the first day. If your child misses the basic 

skills in primary school they can experience difficulties 

with their learning. 

 

Regular attendance is essential to make sure learning is not 

disrupted.   Regular learning provides building blocks for 

the future. 

Schools help children to develop important social skills, 

such as friendship building, teamwork, communication 

skills and a healthy self-esteem.
